(k) Ensures that adequate systems for receipt, storage and discharge of cargo are implemented at the Ports in an efficient timely and economical manner. 

(l) Ensures that adequate systems for efficient passenger-ferry operations are implemented and maintained at all ferry terminals. 

(m) Ensures that adequate systems for efficient handling of cruise terminal operations are implemented and maintained. 

(n) Cultivates good labour relations and developing employment policies directed towards the development of a permanent, harmonious and productive labour force. 

(o) Establishes and maintains a programme of staff labour training. 

(p) Cultivates and maintains good relations with the main users of the ports through effective communications on all aspects of port procedures and in particular in respect of any changes in procedures being introduced.
